Among the things tourists are not allowed to buy as souvenirs in Peru are the following. 

 

- Live or taxidermied animals. 

- Jewelry of dubious provenance or without a manufacturing certificate. 

- Grains or seeds of indigenous species. 

- Antique pottery without a certificate of ownership. 

- Vicuña cloth without a certificate of manufacture or denomination of origin.
